e Shall be a high school graduate or possess a GED certificate

e Shall possess a valid Indiana driver’s license (or obtain one within 60 days of becoming
an Indiana resident) and have no more than eight active points

e Shall be a US citizen

e Shall be at least 21 years of age, and not have reached 36 years of age by date of
appointment

e Shall have no felony convictions

e Shall not have been convicted of a misdemeanor crime of domestic violence

e Shall not have been dishonorably discharged from the military

e Shall be able to pass the physical fitness exit standards adopted by the Indiana Law
Enforcement Academy

Indiana Law Enforcement Academy Exit Standards

1. 1.5 milerun minimum standard 16 minutes 28 seconds
2. Vertical Jump minimum standard 16 inches

3. Maximum push-ups minimum standard 25

4. 1 minute sit-ups minimum standard 29

5. 300 meter run minimum standard 71 seconds
